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Sharon has been a sanctioned bowler for over twenty years.  Her high league 

average is 210.  Her high series is 777.  She has had three 300 Games and thirty 

700 Series.  Some of her honors include:  Representative for the State of 

Oklahoma in the US Open, 700 Club Winner, Doubles Winner of Tulsa Oil Capital 

Tournament, Oklahoma City 600 Club Doubles winner, GPBA Champion three 

times, Tournament of Champion Team winner 3 times.  The nominating person 

said about Sharon:  “I have watched Sharon bowl for many years.  She has always 

presented herself as a professional lady bowler – someone our younger bowlers 

could look up to.  There has never been a time when I have heard her complaining 

about lane conditions, only that it may have taken her a little longer to find her 

shot.  The story she tells of how she first started bowling, was her father-in-law 

told her, ‘if she was going to bowl, she was going to learn how to do it right’.  I 

believe she did learn to do it right as her record shows.”  It is with pleasure that 

we induct Sharon Selement into the Greater Oklahoma City Bowling Hall of Fame.
